Eligibility:  All public and private schools: pre-kindergarten to 12th grades in Somerset, Wicomico, and Worcester Counties, Maryland, are eligible to apply. Essential Qualities: Funding priority will be given to proposals that seek to enhance the learning experience for students through creativity and innovation and leverage funding from multiple sources. Additionally, successful applications will demonstrate:

· a focus on student-oriented, teacher-based program development designed to facilitate student learning and/or development
· programs that engage the community, parents and/or local businesses
· a direct and measurable impact on students and a plan for evaluation
· creative ways to involve youth in at least one of the following areas – arts/culture, reading, math, science, history, character development, and  community service
· high potential for sustainability through ongoing funding in the school budget or other sources
Application Procedures:  Please use the enclosed grant application form.
· A school administrator must approve the grant request prior to submission. 
· Please do not submit additional pages or documents other than those requested.
· Applications must be typewritten. Do not fax or email your proposal. NO STAPLES.
· No limitation is imposed on the number of applications from a single school.

· A written acknowledgement will be mailed upon receipt of a qualified application.

· Qualified applicants will be contacted to schedule a site visit.

· Notification will be made to all applicants following award decisions.

· Grant recipients must attend the Awards Reception on November 10, 2016.  

· A follow up report is required at 6 months and 12 months (or completion of project).  Outstanding reports may impact the Committee’s ability to fund subsequent requests from schools.  
Program Exclusions:   This program gives lowest priority to requests for: 
Capital Expenditures*

Field Trips/Assemblies**

-Previously Funded Programs (Requests to replicate successful programs funded in previous grant cycles are eligible to apply if the program is not at the same school)

-This program DOES NOT fund fundraising campaigns, playground equipment, faculty/staff compensation or office equipment. 

*Equipment purchases (such as computers) will only be considered if they are essential to the program and cannot be otherwise obtained (i.e. normally included in school budget).
**Field trips/assemblies must be part of a larger project with a direct and measurable impact on learning.
